· Help to effectively manage the classroom and discipline when necessary
· Reset room when class is completed

· Insure that all students are picked up or on their way to their next destination as requested by parents

· Prepare an end-of-class demonstration or performance

· Communicate well with parents, school administration and CTM Education Director
